Directions:

Take I-4 to exit 33, Travel WEST on HWY 33, and the park is across the 
street from the “All Children’s Specialty Hospital”.  The park entrance can 
be hard to see, however we will have signs posted.  If you pull directions off 
mapquest, it will take you to exit 32, and then EAST on HWY. 33.

Event Details:

If you are a repeat visitor of this event there will be a few changes that you 
should be aware of this year.  First of all, there is NO admission fee!!!  This 
is a pug picnic so bring your entire family, you lawn chairs, blankets, x-pens, 
ice chest, whatever you will need to make it a fun day for everyone.   This 
year we have several fun contests and games to enter, a raffle table with no 
end in sight, and a 50/50 drawing where one lucky participant could walk 
away with a Pot O’ Cash!!!!  We will also have the “Casual Clam” there 
serving lunch and plenty of local vendors selling pug related items, clothing 
and accessories.  There will also be a photographer that can take your 
Christmas pictures and print them onsite.  Santa will also be there to make 
all your pug dreams come true!



Pug Bucks:

The games, contests, Santa pictures, rescue sponsored booths, and food can 
all be purchased or paid for with “pug bucks”.  What are “pug bucks”?  Pug 
Bucks sort of work like carnival tickets and can be purchased through the 
entire event.  They come in $1 increments.  For example $10 buys you 10 
pug bucks! In addition, if you buy $50 or more of “pug buck” you will get 
an additional 10%.  Here is how many pug bucks you will need for each 
event:

Games/Contest:  3 Pug Bucks  (Per Pug, Per Entry)
Nails, Butts, & Microchips: 5-20 pug bucks depending on service
Santa Pictures: 5 Pug Bucks (per pictures)
Lunch: 4 Pug Bucks (Hot Dog, Chips, & Drink)
Drink: 1 Pug Buck
Raffle Tickets: 1-5-10 Pug Bucks (excluding 50/50)

50/50 raffle tickets can ONLY be purchased at the registration table, with 
cash or check.  Don’t miss your chance to take home a POT O’ CASH!!!

Rescue Pugs:  

If you own a rescue, does not matter from what organization, shelter, etc.  
you are invited to participate in the opening PARADE OF RESCUES.  We 
ask that all rescues sign in at registration by 10:30 am and from there will be 
directed to the meeting place.  The parade is to begin at 11 sharp! 

Adoptions:

There will be several available pugs they’re looking for forever families.  
These special pugs will be opening the PARADE OF RESCUES, and will 
be wearing red scrunchies throughout the event. 

The various rescue groups will be accepting applications for potential 
homes.  After the event the potential adopters will be contacted by the 
respected rescue and schedule a home visit and evaluation.  Adopting a pug 
is very rewarding, and rescues take placements very seriously to insure that 
the pug finds the proper FOREVER HOME!!!  If you see a pug that you 
think you would like to welcome into your home, be sure to ask the person 
that is escorting them, they will be able to direct you to a liaison at the event 
for more information.
